Minutes of the December Meeting

The December meeting of the club’s general membership was held on December 14, 2006 at 7:00 PM at Soulman's Bar-B-Que, 691 E Interstate 30, Rockwall.  There were 29 members and 3 guests in attendance.  President Bill Lenk called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Minutes of the November meeting: The reading of the minutes of the November meeting was dispensed with without objection.
Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Larry Wells reported a balance of $1,791.47 in the club’s treasury.
Safety Committee Report:  Safety officer Bill Vassallo indicated there were no safety issues to report.
Field Marshall Report:  Speaking on behalf of Field Marshall Clint Brunson, Doyle Evans reported that work on rejuvenating the existing fencings and installing new pipe rails would begin shortly.

Flying Proficiency Committee: FPC chairman Bill Vassallo indicated that the newly-formed safety committee would begin to discuss proficiency issues after the start of the new year.
Old Business
Bylaw Amendment to Reduce the Grace Period for the Payment of Annual Dues Ratified
The proposed amendment to change NOTE 5 of Article V – Membership of the bylaws was ratified by a vote of 24 votes for (89%) and 3 votes against (11%).  Two individuals abstained from voting.  The change to the bylaws is effective immediately.
The change means the grace period for the payment of dues is reduced from 60 days to 15 days.  Your RSF membership dues for 2007 must be in the hands of RSF Treasurer, Larry Wells, by January 15.  After that date, a $100 new member “initiation” fee will be assessed to any existing member who wishes to renew their membership. 
Accordingly, if you have not yet paid your dues for 2007, it is strongly suggested that you plan to attend the January 11 meeting and renew your membership at that time.  Remember, you must provide proof of your AMA membership for 2007 before you can renew your RSF membership.

Please keep in mind that we are currently at our membership cap of 70 members with several individuals on the waiting list.  If any memberships are open on January 16th, the individuals on the waiting list will be given priority on a first-come-first-served basis.  So, in the event that you are late paying your dues and are willing to pay the extra $100 initiation fee, there is no guarantee that your membership will be approved.

Finally, Please use the Membership Application form on our website when submitting your dues to Larry for 2007.  Do not give your check to anyone at the field and ask them to pass it along to Larry -- send your payment directly to Larry
New Business

Election of Club Officers for 2007
The following individuals were placed into nomination for the following offices: Bill Lenk -- President; Chris Brown -- Vice President; Larry Wells -- Treasurer; and David Hoye -- Secretary.  No additional nominations were made during the meeting prior to the voting.  Accordingly, each of the above nominees was elected for a term of one year to serve until December 31, 2007.
As his first order of business, president Bill Lenk appointed Doyle Evans to serve as the City of Rockwall Liaison.  In this capacity, Doyle will be responsible for coordinating with the City all of the club’s activities that require City approval or notice such as the club’s lease agreement and major field work.  Bill also appointed Doyle to serve as the field marshall for 2007.  Doyle agreed to serve in both offices.

Bill Vassallo was appointed to serve as the club’s safety officer and chairman of the flying proficiency committee.
All of the above newly-elected officers are capable individuals who bring an array of talent to the table.  2007 should be another banner year for our club.

Funds Allocated to Additional Field Improvements

Doyle Evans presented a motion to replace the existing safety fencing with a higher-grade fencing material.  The club approved an expenditure of $275.  The club also approved a motion to provide a minimal gratuity to certain individuals who provide services to our club. However, (David – I didn’t get the individual’s name – maybe, Doyle can provide it to you) volunteered to donate a much-not-used mower to the club.

Tips and Tricks
I have received many compliments on the covering jobs on my planes.   I thought I would share a tip that might be helpful.  I use a piece of glass to cut all of my covering on before applying the covering to the plane.  The covering will stick to the glass by static electricity and the Xacto or razor blade will glide smoothly over the glass surface to give clean curves.  You can also tack two different colored pieces covering together on the glass with your iron and then peel both pieces off together to apply to the model for graphics.  The covering adhesive will only be activated where the two pieces of covering are overlapped.
