Minutes of the June Meeting

The June meeting of the club’s general membership was held on June 14, 2007 at 7:00 PM at Soulman's Bar-B-Que, 691 E Interstate 30, Rockwall.  President Bill Lenk called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  There were 15 regular members present.
Minutes of the May meeting: The reading of the minutes of the May meeting was accepted without objection. 
Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Larry Wells reported a balance of $4546.26 in the club’s treasury.  Larry projects an end of year balance of approximately $473.66 after we purchase the lawnmower and maintain the $1500 reserve for future runway improvements.

Expenses for June included food for the club fun fly ($74.21), postage ($52.96), field maintenance ($501.24), website fees ($50) and the usual monthly expenses for the bathroom facilities ($76.80).
Larry has received $1225 dollars from the lawnmower assessment that was passed at the April meeting and that money is being tracked to be used specifically for the purchase of the new riding mower.
A motion to accept the Treasurers report was made by Nick Marsala, seconded by Ed Vals and approved by the membership.
Safety Committee Report:  Safety officer Bill Vassallo was unable to attend and we therefore had no safety report for this meeting.
Field Marshal Report:  Field Marshall Doyle Evans was unable to attend and we therefore had no field marshal report for this meeting.
Doyle did send a message to remind everyone we need volunteers to help mow the field on a weekly schedule when possible.  With the continued rain we have received in June the field is in dire need of mowing.

Additionally, the building materials to enclose part of the gazebo and rebuild the safety fence were scheduled to be delivered to the field.


Flying Proficiency Committee:  Committee chairman Ed Valls was present and gave us a complete review of the documents he has been instrumental in drafting that outlines the criteria for future instructors and for sign off of students to be pilots.  There was plenty of discussion during the review and some suggestions were made regarding minor changes to the criteria.  A motion was made by Larry Wells to accept the documents with the suggested changes.  The motion was seconded by John Barnett and was passed by the membership.  The revised documents are available from the club secretary.
Old Business
Clean up of the Server Email List

Ronnie has removed the emails that he knows are external emails and has asked that if someone knows of any other addresses that need to be removed that they please forward those to Ronnie.   He has also turned off the ability to sign up via the website so we don’t have outsiders adding their email for spamming.

Replacement of the Riding Lawnmower
Since the April meeting more than 50% of the members had paid the $25 dollar assessment needed to replace the riding lawnmower.  Members have until the June meeting (i.e. 60 days from the April meeting) to come current on the assessment.  The goal is to allocate $1500 dollars through this assessment to the purchase of a new riding lawnmower.  As of the June meeting there were 11 individuals that had not paid the assessment.  The July meeting will deal with the ramifications of not paying the assessment.
