On behalf of the Rockwall RC Sport Flyers, I want to extend to Doyle’s family our club’s heartfelt condolences and sympathy at his passing.  Doyle was an outstanding member of our club.  More than any other single member in recent years, Doyle spent many hours, often working alone, to improve our flying field.  He always approached our club activities with energy and enthusiasm.  Our recent flying-field renovation reflects his most recent achievement.  Doyle worked selflessly to make our club a better organization and to enhance its image and reputation in our local community.  He was well liked and respected and always made new members feel as if they had found a second home.  Doyle never sought accolades or special recognition for his efforts – his goal was simply to get the job done.  I suspect he approached life in much the same way.  

 

One of our members, John Barnett, sent an e-mail to all club members yesterday when he learned of Doyle’s death.  I would like to pass along an excerpt because I don't believe that Doyle’s contributions to the club could have been better stated…

 

…I only knew Doyle for a year and a half, but in that time I developed a high regard for his hard work, willingness to support the club to the best of his ability, and his friendship.  About three weeks ago, on a Monday, I was at the field flying.  Doyle arrived about 10:30 .  Most everyone was putting their planes up and going home.  Doyle didn't say much, just went over to the gazebo and started getting the mower out in preparation to mow the field.  I decided that I should stay and help, even though he never did ask for any assistance.  He was just Doyle, doing the job that needed to be done.  We had to fuss with the mower for about an hour, but finally got it to run.  He, on the big mower, and I on the little one, mowed the field.  He did most of the work.  When it was over, he was happy with the result and he thanked me for helping.  That's the way he was... 

 

Doyle’s departure marks a severe loss to our club.  He will be greatly missed but not forgotten.  Every time we fly our airplanes, Doyle will be standing beside us.  God was lonely, so he called Doyle home.

Minutes of the July Meeting

President Bill Lenk was able to call the meeting to order because we did not have a quorum present.  There were 13 regular members present.  The following texts are notes from the July meeting and any motions will need to be presented at the August meeting.
Notes of the July meeting: The reading of the minutes of the June meeting was not moved to accept because a quorum of member was not present.
Treasurer’s Report:  At the time of writing this newsletter the editor did not have the July meetings treasurers’ report at hand.  A detailed treasurers’ report will be included in the next newsletter.  There was no motion to approve the report that Larry Wells presented as a quorum of member was not present.
Safety Committee Report:  Safety officer Bill Vassallo brought up a safety issue regarding flying and hovering over the pit area.  This type of flying constitutes a safety violation and is unacceptable to the membership of the club.  Anybody that is seen intentionally flying over the pit area will be given a safety violation.

Field Marshal Report:  Field Marshall Doyle Evans was reported that there are still some minor improvements to continue at the field that include the following:
· Repair and/or replace the taxiways

· Complete replacement of the exterior runway anchors.

· Completion of enclosed storage area in the gazebo

· Purchase of the new riding lawnmower

Doyle did send a message to remind everyone we need volunteers to help mow the field on a weekly schedule when possible. 
Flying Proficiency Committee:  Committee chairman Ed Valls was not present therefore no report was given.
New Business

Several Ideas from the July Meeting
Since we didn’t have a quorum for any official business we spent the time discussing a couple of ideas that various members brought forward.
Lawnmower Assessment Enforcement

There are only a few remaining individuals that have chosen not to participate in the assessment that was requested of all members for the purchase of a new riding mower.  These members are considered to be delinquent in their fees to the club and as such all club privileges have been 
revoked.  These members can pay the assessment to bring their fees current and be considered in good standing with the organization.  Note:  These ideas will be made by motion at the August meeting and enforced.
Charging Station at the Field

Several of our pilots have expressed an interest and have the resources to build a battery charging station at the field.  The system being discussed would consist of 2 100Ah batteries that would trickle charge via a solar panel on the roof of the gazebo.  The 2 large batteries would feed a panel of banana jacks so that pilots could plug in their own DC chargers and charge batteries for electric aircraft, radios, or starters at the field. 

Foamie Flying a Distraction

Several of our members expressed some concern regarding foamie type aircraft being flown in close proximity to them while they were at a pilot station flying their own aircraft.   It is completely understandable how an aircraft regardless of size or weight could be a distraction to another pilot.  While the foamie aircraft were technically on the field side of the flight line, we all need be aware of other pilots in the pilot stations and be courteous of their field of vision.
