Runway Repairs

Many thanks to all of you who helped with leveling the runway and relaying the petromat. Saturday was cold and windy but we still had a good turnout. Sunday was a little warmer. We made good time in getting the runway leveled thanks in part to the skillful operation of the skid loader by Arlen. It would have taken much more time to get the dirt moved by a novice. David Hoye directed the moving of the fill dirt and we were able to create a crown in the middle of the runway. Hopefully this will eliminate some of the drainage problems we have had for the past few years. The vibrating roller worked very well to pack the fill into a hard surface. Hopefully the new fill and compacted base will help keep the runway smooth for a number of years.
February Board Meeting
The board met on Saturday February 21st at the Texas Roast coffee house in Rockwall. President Mike Troje called the meeting to order at 10:10 AM. Mike notified the board that the by-law changes regarding membership levels were approved by the membership and the by-laws had been updated to reflect the changes.
Details of the treasury report were reviewed and approved. The treasure report shows a balance of $4,976.29 as of January 31, 2009.
Safety Report – No safety concerns were reported.

Field Marshals Report – No field marshal report was given.
New Business:
Repair of the Taxiways - Taxiways are to be leveled with the remaining fill dirt from the runway. The petromat on the taxiways will be replaced with indoor/outdoor carpet. The amount of carpet needed has to be determined and a date set for the work to be done.
Electricity – There is a request to investigate what is necessary to get electricity to the field. Nick Helge has volunteered to check on how much power the city can provide, can we place a pole on the property and what is the cost of getting the electricity installed. John Barnet has volunteered to check with the city to ensure that we still meet the requirements set by the city if it becomes feasible to get power to the field.
Startup Stand Maintenance – The carpet and padding needs to be replaced on all of the startup stands. A lot of the materials needed are currently at the field. The proposal is to wrap the stops with carpet and pipe insulation. This could be accomplished at the same time the taxiways are repaired.

Safety Fence – Again, the netting is in need of replacement. It has been suggested that we get away from the plastic netting. Nick Helge is looking into a new material that may hold up longer.
Cross Runway – The cross runway has been cut into the field! It is still in need of some basic maintenance such as applying grass seed and a weed and feed fertilizer.

Gazebo – General cleanup has begun. What trash in at the field will be placed into contractor bags then taken by members to be disposed of at their individual homes. A general cleaning of the gazebo will be done, the tarps removed and the gazebo will get a new coat of paint. Roberto Short has volunteered to lead these tasks. Please make sure that you take your trash with you each time you come out to the field. If we each take care of our own trash, our field will look good for us and for our neighbors.

Pit Area – A weed killer is to be applied to this area. Nick Helge is going to look into a good weed killer for this.

New Signage – David Hoye is to look into the cost of replacing the current signage.

Leaf Blower – Mike Troje made a motion that a leaf blower be purchased for the field. Roberto Short seconded and the motion carried by all. Roberto Short is looking into a good leaf blower.

As you can see, there are a lot of activities to get our field back into shape. We want to make sure that we present a good appearance to the city and our neighbors. We all enjoy the use of the field and we ask that we all take part in keeping it looking good.

A fun fly has tentatively been set for early May 2009. We could use some volunteers to help with the planning, food and getting the word out to other clubs.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:20 AM
